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Iowa receives fourth Presidential Disaster Declaration
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Governor Terry E. Branstad requested a 
fourth Presidential Disaster Declaration on 
July 18, and on July 31 state officials received 
word that the request had been granted.

The declaration covers 10 Iowa counties 
affected by severe storms, tornadoes and 
flooding from June 21-28: Allamakee, Ben-
ton, Buchanan, Butler, Cedar, Clayton, Del-
aware, Howard, Jones and Winneshiek. 

The declaration from the President 
will provide federal funding for the 
declared counties under the Public 
Assistance program. A Presidential 
Disaster Declaration for Public As-
sistance puts into motion long-term 
federal recovery programs, some 
of which are matched by state pro-
grams, and are designed to help 
public entities and select private 
nonprofit organizations. Pub-
lic Assistance funds may be 
used for emergency work and 
the repair or replacement of 
disaster-damaged facilities 
and may include debris re-

moval, emergency protective measures, re-
pair of damaged public property, loans need-
ed by communities for essential government 
functions and grants for public schools.

The deadline for these 10 counties to turn in their 
Requests for Public Assistance (RPAs) is Aug. 30.

The deadline to apply for Public Assistance 
funding has already passed for this year’s 
other three Presidential disasters. 

In addition, the latest declaration includes 
funding to conduct hazard mitigation ac-
tivities statewide, to minimize the impact 
of future disasters by taking steps now to 
strengthen existing infrastructure.

SBA assistance available 

With the Presidential declaration, low-inter-
est federal disaster loans are also available 
to certain private, nonprofit organizations in 
the same 10 counties – as well as all other 
counties covered by Presidential Disaster 
Declarations this year.
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September and  Preparedness 
Month are just around the corner. 
This year, the Iowa Homeland 
Security and Emergency 
Management Department 
(HSEMD), Safeguard 
Iowa Partnership (SIP) 
and Iowa Emergency 
Management Association 
are partnering to encour-
age Iowans to be more 
prepared for all emergen-
cies and disasters.

This year’s Preparedness 
Month theme is “Let’s 
Tackle Preparedness.” 
Oskaloosa native and New York 
Giants safety Tyler Sash is serv-
ing as a spokesman for the 2013 
campaign, sharing his message 
on the importance of being pre-
pared on and off the field.

Throughout September, citizens 
and businesses are urged to 
take simple steps to ensure they 
and their families are prepared. 
Individuals who take the Tackle 
Preparedness Pledge will be eli-
gible to win one of several items 
signed by Sash, including a foot-
ball, mini helmet or emergency 
supply kit. In addition, business-
es statewide are being urged to 
participate in activities that will 
increase the preparedness of 
their employees and their work-
place. Citizens and businesses 
can take the Tackle Prepared-
ness Pledge and learn more 
about preparedness at www.
beready.iowa.gov.

Sash also promoted pre-
paredness in a “Let’s Tackle 
Preparedness” public service 
announcement which will 
soon be available at www.
beready.iowa.gov. At that 
same site, tools such as a pre-
paredness playbook, a calendar 
of daily plays, family emergency 
plan template, supply kit check-
list, printable family emergency 
wallet cards, and “20 Weeks to 
Preparedness,” a planning guide, 
are available for download. Busi-
nesses will also find at the site a 
business/organization playbook 
and other tools that can be used 
to promote workplace and em-
ployee preparedness.

HSEMD and SIP previewed “Let’s 
Tackle Preparedness” at the Pre-
pare Fair, sponsored by SIP and 
held on Aug. 3  at Merle Hay Mall 
in Des Moines. Exhibitors located 
throughout the mall provided in-

formation to help individuals and 
families learn how to be prepared 
for disasters and emergencies. At 
the “Let’s Tackle Preparedness” 
exhibit, citizens were able to take 
the Tackle Preparedness Pledge 
and pick up information to help 
them create a family emergency 
plan, emergency supply kit and 
learn tips on how to be aware of 
potential hazards.

Training opportunities
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The DNR’s incident 
reporting hotline is 
changing from a 
d i rec t l y -answered 
system to a calling tree-
based system. When 
calling the reporting 
hotline, the caller will 
be prompted to choose 
general queries or incident 
reporting. General queries 
will be forwarded to DNR 
customer service. During business 
hours, those calling to report an 
incident will be asked to enter the first 
four letters of the county where the 
incident occurred. The caller will then 
be directed to the appropriate field 
office for assistance. After business 
hours, incident reporting is forwarded 
to a paging service. The appropriate 
duty officer will then be paged and 
will respond to the caller.

After-hours response

The DNR is reducing the number 
of staff on duty during non-busi-
ness hours from Monday afternoon 
through Friday morning. During 
these hours, two DNR field office 
staff will be on duty to take reports of 
hazardous conditions, wastewater 
by-passes, water supply incidents, 
animal mass casualty, and other en-
vironmental incidents. There will be 
no change in duty officer coverage 
from Friday afternoon through Mon-
day morning and on state holidays.

The change in coverage has led to 
a change in field response. Gen-

erally DNR staff will not be able to 
respond to weekday after-hours in-
cidents until the next business day 
unless the incident meets specific 
criteria. You should continue to no-
tify DNR as you always have, using 
the DNR spill notification number 
515.281.8694. The duty officer will 
continue to be available to consult 
during an incident.

Notification of hazardous condition

State regulations require respon-
sible parties to notify DNR and law 
enforcement of a “hazardous con-
dition” as soon as possible, but no 
later than six hours after discov-
ery or onset. A “hazardous condi-
tion” is an actual or threatened spill 
or release of a substance that does 
or could pose a hazard to public 
health or the environment. Law 
enforcement agencies that receive 
such notification, or observe such 
an incident, are required to immedi-
ately call the DNR at 515.281.8694.

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FEMA Corps in Iowa
Two FEMA Corps teams have been 
tackling projects on behalf of the 
State of Iowa. FEMA Corps nor-
mally works directly with FEMA but 
Iowa is the first state in the nation to 
invite FEMA Corps to work directly 
with applicants and state resources 
associated with disaster recovery. 
Mark Schouten, director of HSEMD 
and Beth Freeman, FEMA Region 
VII administrator, collaborated on 
this pilot project to bring the teams 
to Iowa. Not only does it provide 
Iowa with a valuable resource, it 
also provides the FEMA Corps 
trainees with a broader perspective 
on disaster recovery.

On Aug. 2, 2013, the Green 4 In-
dividual Assistance team from 
the FEMA Corps Pacific Region 
wrapped up their project with a 
presentation to Mark Schouten 
and Pat Hall of HSEMD and Dan 
Best and Joyce Well of FEMA 

Region VII. The Green 4 Team’s 
mission was to work with county 
emergency managers in region 6 
(eastern Iowa) to identify potential 
fixed location Disaster Recovery 
Centers (DRCs). The team con-
ducted assessments of proposed 
sites and prepared reports on the 
sites assessed. Out of the 95 sites 
surveyed, 75 were recommended. 

The Glacier 5 Public Assistance 
Team from the FEMA Corps South-
west Region has been working with 
the City of Cedar Rapids in gather-
ing and organizing documentation 

for the closeout process for the 
floods of 2008. In addition to their 
work at city hall, the team has also 
been assisting the Cedar Rapids 
Fire Department in researching 
information needed to complete a 
FEMA memorandum of agreement 
associated with the demolition of 
an historic fire station damaged by 
flood waters in 2008.

FEMA Corps requirements include 
independent service projects. 
Both the Glacier 5 and the Green 
4 teams volunteered their labor to 
rebuild a retaining wall damaged in 

the 2008 flood at the histor-
ic Ushers Ferry complex in 
Cedar Rapids. The Green 
4 team also participated in 
clearing debris built up from 
this year’s round of flooding 
under a bridge in Vinton.

In between their assigned 
and volunteer projects, the 
State managed to squeeze 
in various learning experi-
ences and conducted sev-
eral site visits to prominent 
projects. The Green 4 team 

visited Sutliff Bridge in Johnson 
County and the Glacier 5 team 
toured the Paramount Theater in 
Cedar Rapids. The purpose was 
to educate the teams on the vari-
ous stages of the recovery process 
and provide them direct access to 
applicants. Ω

The DNR relies on interested and concerned individuals to report 
conditions that might be a threat to people or the environment. 
Environmental complaint investigations are a primary part of each 
field inspector’s job and staff are able to respond to a majority of 
legitimate complaints. Call your local Field Office if you observe:

•	 Fish kill – Report as soon as possible including numbers, sizes 
and species involved.

•	 Chemical spills – Note location, date and time, and party 
responsible, if known.

•	 Strange color or odor in stream or river – Report as soon as 
possible with a description. Note if aquatic life or fish seem 
stressed or are dead.

•	 Improper disposal of hazardous substances – Note if drums, 
cans or plastic buckets, etc. are present.

•	 Open dumping
•	 Open burning

Tips for filing a 
Complaint:

•	 Report it as soon as you see 
it – if you wait too long, staff 
may not be able to verify the 
complaint

•	 Take photos or video
•	 Keep a log with dates and times
•	 Be specific about the location
•	 You can remain anonymous
•	 Call local police or sheriff

•	 Identify the party responsible 
if possible – Company name, 
license plate number, etc.

Host an ALERRT Level I 
Active Shooter course

The ALERRT Level 
I Active Shooter 
course is de-
signed to prepare 
the first responder 
to isolate, distract, 
and neutralize an ac-
tive shooter. This course covers 
shooting and moving, threshold 
evaluation, concepts and prin-
ciples of team movement (includ-
ing solo officer strategies), set-
ting up for room entry and room 
entry techniques, approach and 
breaching the crisis site, follow-on 
responder tactics, improvised ex-
plosive devices, and post-engage-
ment priorities of work. The course 
culminates with dynamic “force-
on-force” scenarios.

To host a class, your accredited law 
enforcement agency must provide 
an approved facility for the training 
and an appropriate classroom that 
can accomodate up to 25 individu-
als (for the lecture portion). Each 
class must have a minumum of 20 
students and a maximum of 25.

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Iowa receives fourth Presidential Disaster Declaration

The U.S. Small Business Admin-
istration (SBA) may provide low-
interest federal loans to private 
nonprofit organizations (PNPs) 
that provide essential services of a 
governmental nature after a disas-
ter. Interested PNPs begin the pro-
cess by first registering with FEMA. 
FEMA determines if the PNPs qual-
ify for a grant under FEMA’s Public 
Assistance program, or if they will 
be referred to the SBA to apply for 
a low-interest federal disaster loan.

The SBA may lend PNPs up to 
$2 million to repair or replace 
damaged or destroyed real es-
tate, machinery and equipment, 
inventory, and other business as-
sets. The SBA may also lend ad-
ditional funds that help with the 
cost of making improvements 
that protect, prevent, or minimize 
the same type of disaster dam-
age from occurring in the future.

For certain PNPs, SBA offers 
Economic Injury Disaster Loans 
(EIDLs) to help meet working 
capital needs caused by disaster. 
EIDLs may be used to pay fixed 
debts, payroll, accounts payable, 
and other bills that cannot be paid 
because of the disaster’s impact. 
EIDL assistance is available re-
gardless of whether the nonprofit 
suffered any property damage.

To begin the process of applying, 
organizations must first register with 
FEMA by calling 1.800.621.3362 
(TTY 1.800.462.7585) or visit www.
DisasterAssistance.gov.  Ω
