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FEMA approves disaster loans for cities 
of Rock Rapids and Rock Valley
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‘Forgives’ loan for City of Mapleton
The Iowa Department of Homeland Se-
curity and Emergency Management 
(HSEMD) announced on Feb. 5 that the 
cities of Rock Rapids and Rock Valley in 
northwest Iowa have each been granted 
a Community Disaster Loan (CDL) to as-
sist in recovering from devastating fl ood-
ing last summer.

The amount of the loan approved for 
Rock Rapids is $513,220. The amount 
of the loan approved for Rock Valley is 
$939,094. 

“Community Disaster Loans are 
a valuable tool to help communi-
ties maintain essential services in 
the aftermath of a disaster,” said 
Patrick Hall, HSEMD Recovery 
Division chief and State coor-
dinating offi cer (SCO) for the 
disaster. “We will continue to

work diligently to assist these communities in 
recovering from this disaster.”

Following the declaration of a major disaster, 
interested applicants may request assistance 
through the Governor’s authorized represen-
tative. The State (HSEMD) can make the 
request to activate the Community Disaster 
Loan program. An evaluation is conducted by 
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FEMA with local government offi -
cials to determine eligibility. 

Community Disaster Loans are 
administered by FEMA and can be 
made to any local government in 
need of fi nancial assistance to per-
form essential services. CDL appli-
cants may include fi re and police 
departments that provide critical 
community services during and in 
the immediate aftermath of disas-
ters, as well as school boards, dis-
trict court offi ces, and local govern-
ments. The maximum award for a 
CDL is $5 million.

City of Mapleton loan cancellation

HSEMD was also notifi ed that a 
Community Disaster Loan the City 
of Mapleton received in 2012 for 
$295,571 will not need to be re-
paid. The loan was made to help 
the city recover from a tornado that 
ripped through the county on April 
9, 2011. The tornado was part of 
a storm system that resulted in a 
Presidential Disaster Declaration 
for six Iowa counties.

FEMA may cancel repayment of all 
or part of a CDL if it is determined 
revenues for three fi scal years fol-
lowing a disaster are insuffi cient, 
as a result of the disaster, to meet 
the operating budget for the local 
government.

A recent change in federal fi nancial 
assistance regulations may neces-
sitate changes in grant recipients’ 
policies and procedures. 

The Super Circular is an Offi ce of
Management and Budget (OMB) 
reform of regulations that apply to 
federal fi nancial assistance that 
streamlines the language from 
eight existing OMB circulars into 
one consolidated set of guidance 
in the Code of Federal Regulations 
(C.F.R.).

The Super Circular is more than
just consolidation of the existing 
fi nancial assistance circulars; it 
contains substantive changes.  Be 
sure to review it carefully! Share it 
with all persons who are respon-
sible for ensuring compliance with 
awards of federal fi nancial assis-
tance to determine if your policies 
and procedures will need to be 
changed.

The Super Circular applies to
awards of federal fi nancial assis-
tance to all non-federal entities.  
Non-federal entities are states, 
local governments, Indian tribes, 
institutions of higher education, or 
nonprofi t organizations that carry 
out federal awards. The defi nition 
does not include individuals. Addi-
tionally, federal entities may apply 
subparts A through E of the Super 
Circular to for-profi t entities.

The U.S. Department of Homeland
Security has adopted the Super 
Circular through regulation at 2 
C.F.R. Part 3002.10.

For federal fi nancial assis-
tance from FEMA, this means:

●  The Super Circular will apply to
all new non-disaster grant awards 
FEMA makes on or after Dec. 26, 
2014.
●  The Super Circular will apply 
to all disaster grant awards FEMA 
makes for emergency or major di-
saster declarations issued on or 
after Dec. 26, 2014.
●  The Super Circular will not apply 
retroactively to existing awards, 
with two exceptions:
   1. The audit requirements in sub-
part F of the Super Circular will 
apply to all Single Audit Act audits 
performed for any recipient or sub-
recipient fi scal year that begins 
on or after Dec. 26, 2014.  This 
includes audits performed under 
existing awards.
  2. OMB has stated that recipi-
ents and subrecipients who wish 
to implement entity-wide system 
changes to comply with the new 
guidance after the effective date will 
not be penalized for doing so.Ω

OMB reforms, consolidates federal 
fi nancial assistance regulations

National Weather Service 
offers spotter training
Each year, National Weather Ser-
vice meteorologists provide spot-
ter training throughout Iowa.
